So some quick Q&A’s that hopefully will answer your questions/concerns/curiosity…..

How many teams in the club?

The Ladies this year have 3  and the men have 5 teams.

What league do the Ladies play in?

All 3  teams play in the 5 Counties League: http://www.5counties.co.uk/home.htm .  The 1st XI play in the Premier Division and the 2nd XI in the 5th Division, promoted last year from the 6th Division and hoping for promotion again this year!  The 3rd XI are new to the leagues this year and will be playing in the 7th Division.
When do we train?

We train on Thursday nights from 7.00pm-8.30pm, at the Astroturf pitch at Hitchin Boys School – our home ground.  Training is FREE! Mike leads a ladies warm up session and 1st, 2nd and 3rd Team players, Ben Meyer and Gillon Ide lead the ladies main training session.

When do we play our matches?

All our league matches are on a Saturday with home games being played at the Hitchin Boys School Astroturf. We normally rendezvous at the clubhouse on Lucas Lane for away games.

The Fixture Card

The Fixture Card is a small book full of useful information, including team by team, match by match information- i.e. times/home or away, contact numbers of the Club Officers, dates for Club Socials.  You will receive your fixture card either in the post to your home address or from your Captain when you have paid your subs.

MONEY

How much are the subs?

Full member subs are £110 per year.

If you are a student or not working this is reduced to £30.

Your subs also cover your insurance – very important!  

We appreciate that if you are new this may seem a lot of money in one lot…..but it doesn’t have to be  (see below)  If at anytime you have difficulties paying please talk to Carol, Nikki, Susie or Sam.

When do I pay my subs?

The easiest way to pay is by Standing Order at £12 per month, then not only do you not have to worry about paying out one big amount, but you also get an entry into the 200 Club – a raffle which you buy your number and hopefully win!  Standing Order forms can be found on the website or from Carol.

Otherwise cheques, payable to Blueharts Hockey Club or cash!

How much are match fees?

Match fees are £7 per match.  This should be paid to your Captain or who ever she persuades to do it!!  If you can, please make it easy and bring the right change!! – We accept cheques too!

TEAS

After each home game we provide teas at the clubhouse for our opposition and ourselves.  We rotate this round each of us, so please expect to be asked.  You can either do “cold” or “hot” teas…but once October comes around there are moans if they are cold!! – Please feel free to ask Carol, Nikki, Susie or Sam what to make or buy.  If you provide teas you don’t pay match fees, and you will be refunded your money – normally teas cost £20.

BAR

To be used as much as possible!!! But seriously, after each home game we return to the Club House, and once we have showered and eaten we ask 2 people to man the bar for the next team in whilst they have their teas etc.  A rota is put together, so again, please be expected to be asked – unless you are underage then you won’t be asked.
